Launching from the Zip Tower

platform 25mtrs above the sea, thrill-

seekers race out and “zip surf” 250 meters

over the top of the waves to land on the

beach. A truly unique and unforgettable

experience and a wonderful way to

experience the amazing, panoramic view of

Bournemouth and its stunning coast line!



Alternatively you can enjoy Europe’s largest 
virtual reality venue with 30 stations of the 
very best VR headsets with all the top titles 
available to play multiplayer or solo. Your 
whole group can play in the virtual worlds 
together.
